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  We will carry you over the mountains, the debut album of the Finnish orchestra Magyar Posse (hailing from the small town of Pori, located in the western coast), was released in October 2002, gaining some very good media visibility and sales.
  Almost immediately after the release the band started working on the songs for the second album though with a slightly different method this time; whereas the tunes of the debut were hardly ever played live but got their final form in rehearsals and in studio, some of the tracks on Kings of time had been in Magyar Posse's live set for almost a year. That way they kind of naturally developed into their final shape. That can be seen as one of the reasons why the album has such power and diversity.
  The era of one and a half years between these two albums has been a minor scale victory parade for the band and - after having been playing together for over seven years now - indeed a well earned one. Along the very praising reviews on the album and live shows, and having played a lot of gigs in Finland, Magyar Posse visited Emmaboda festival in Sweden and also did a "mini tour" in Europe last summer. The latter was unfortunately interrupted by Latvian car thieves. In December they also performed in SubTV's Sessions program in Finnish national television. A new visit to Europe is scheduled for next July.
  Also during the era Magyar Posse has become a very relevant part of the high profile music scene of their home town Pori along the likes of Circle and Kuusumun Profeetta. Some of members are participating in a local theatre Teatteri Moderni Kanuuna, whose debut album (Oopperse le feti le grande anaale, based on a play of similar name) was released in March 2004 by Fonal Records. The theatre group is by the way currently recording their second album, Murheenkapseli ("From Capsule of Grief to Gallery And Station – A Questional Space Adventure").
  And at least the beginnings of Kings of time predict a very bright future for the band: album has gotten full points in various major Finnish magazines (Soundi, Rumba, Nöjesguiden, Sue) and it debuted on the sales charts as #19.
Later this spring Oscill will be releasing Kings of time in France.
